WEAR YOUR BROWN SCAPULAR!

“Take, beloved son this scapular as a badge of my confraternity and
a special sign of grace; whoever dies in this garment, will not suffer
everlasting fire. It is the sign of salvation, a safeguard in dangers, and
a pledge of peace and of the covenant.” (Th Mosber of God 10 St. Simon Stock)

“As a tender mother, I will descend into Purgatory on the Saturday
after their death and will deliver them and bring them to the holy
mountain, into the happy sojourn of life everlasting.”

( Words of the Blessed Mother to Pope John XXII)

The Conditions, expressing the special trust you
place into the Blessed Virgin Mary, are:

1. Be enrolled or vested with the Brown Scapular by any Roman
Catholic Priest.

2. Wear the Scapular in good faith.

3. Be chaste. (according to your state in life)

4. Recite daily the Little Hours of the Blessed Vitgin ot (i addition fo

the commanded days), abstain from meat on all Wednesdays and

Saturdays of the year. (except when Christmas falls on one of these days)

N.B. The Priest commonly commutes the fourth condition into
another pious work

(e. g. Recite 3 Hail Mary’s in Honor of Mary’s Immaculate Conception).
After your enrollment you become a member of the spiritual family
of Carmel (Confraternity of the Brown Scapular) and therefore share
into the prayers and spiritual treasures of the order. A common
Question; After being enrolled, do subsequent Scapulars need to be
blessed? No...subsequent Scapulars need not be blessed as the
blessing and imposition are attached to the wearer for life.

3 BONAVENTURE
PRAY FOR US

St. Bonaventure (1221-1274) was born with the name
Giovanni in Tuscany, Italy. As a child he became seriously
il and was in danger of death until his mother brought
him to St. Francis of Assisi, who was then living in the
region as a mendicant friar. It is said that St. Francis
healed the child and afterward exclaimed, "O buona
ventura (O good fortune)!" when he prophetically
perceived how great the child would one day become, and
this is how he began to be called Bonaventure. He joined
the Franciscan order at the age of 22 and went on to
study theology at the University of Paris, where he
became famous friends with the Dominican friar St.
Thomas Aquinas. The two friends graduated together,
each insisting that the other be the first to receive honors.
St. Bonaventure is regarded as one of the great
philosophers and theologians of the Middle Ages, earn-
ing the name "Seraphic Doctor." In addition to his many
writings, including a Life of St. Francis of Assisi, he was
elected to serve as head of his order, and was appointed a
cardinal-bishop by the Holy Father. St. Bonaventure died
while assisting at the Second Council of Lyons, which
worked for the reunification of the Catholic Church and
Eastern Orthodox churches.
