ABOUT TEMPTATION

No matter what temptations may come to you, and no matter what pleasure accompanies them, as long as you refuse 
consent, they do not offend God. Let the enemies of our salvation stand continually at our heart’s door and not gain 
entrance. As long as this act of refusal remains in our heart, we may rest assured that divine love, the life of the soul, 
remains within us. Through continual prayer, the sacraments, and confidence in God, our strength will return and we 
will live a healthy and happy life. 
 

If you believe in God 
and the truth of God's word, nothing can harm you. Resolve not to sin, but do not be astonished or troubled when you 
do fall into sin.
