New Year Resolution— 
Register with the Parish 

Attending Mass at Most Precious Blood of Jesus parish is 
certainly a wonderful way to spend your Sunday, but if 
you want to belong to the parish family, you should con-
sider officially registering as a member.  Enrollment in 
the parish allows you to participate fully with parish life 
and includes important benefits, such as the ability to re-
ceive your sacraments at the parish, obtain a ‘letter of 
good standing’ if needed, or requesting an annual item-
ized statement of your offertory donations.  Registration 
is especially important for children of registered parish-
ioners who turn eighteen, since once you are an adult, you 
should independently become a member of the parish.  
Newly married members should also register as a couple 
with the parish, even if individually registered prior to the 
wedding.  If you are interested in joining the parish fami-
ly, registration forms can be found in the top shelf of the 
racks at the entrances to the church.  Please consider this 
important step of commitment to our parish family.
