Introduction to the Devout Life 
By St. Francis de Sales 

Second Meditation - On the End for Which We Were 
Created (Part I, Chap. 10) 

  The Preparation 
1. Place yourself before God. 2. Ask Him to 
inspire your heart. 

Considerations 
1. God did not bring you into the world be-
cause He had any need of you, useless as 
you are; but solely that He might show forth 
His Goodness in you, giving you His Grace 
and Glory. And to this end He gave you un-
derstanding that you might know Him, 

memory that you might think of Him, a will that you might 
love Him, imagination that you might realise His mercies, 
sight that you might behold the marvels of His works, 
speech that you might praise Him, and so on with all your 
other faculties. 
2. Being created and placed in the world for this intent, all 
contrary actions should be shunned and rejected, as also you 
should avoid as idle and superfluous whatever does not pro-
mote it. 
2. Consider how unhappy they are who do not think of all 
this,--who live as though they were created only to build and 
plant, to heap up riches and amuse themselves with trifles. 

Affections and Resolutions 
1. Humble yourself in that hitherto you have so little thought 
upon all this. Alas, my God, of what was I thinking when I 
did not think of Thee? what did I remember when I forgot 
Thee? what did I love when I loved Thee not? Alas, when I 
ought to have been feeding on the truth, I was but filling 
myself with vanity, and serving the world, which was made 
to serve me. 
2. Abhor your past life. I renounce ye, O vain thoughts and 
useless cogitations, frivolous and hateful memories: I re-
nounce all worthless friendships, all unprofitable efforts, and 
miserably ungrateful self-indulgence, all pitiful compliances. 
3. Turn to God. Thou, my God and Saviour shalt henceforth 
be the sole object of my thoughts; no more will I give my 
mind to ideas which are displeasing to Thee. All the days of 
my life I will dwell upon the greatness of Thy Goodness, so 
lovingly poured out upon me. Thou shalt be henceforth the 
delight of my heart, the resting-place of all my affections. 
From this time forth I will forsake and abhor the vain pleas-
ures and amusements, the empty pursuits which have ab-
sorbed my time;--the unprofitable ties which have bound my 
heart I will loosen henceforth, and to that end I will use such 
and such remedies. 

Conclusion 
1. Thank God, Who has made you for so gracious an end. 
Thou hast made me, O Lord, for Thyself, that I may eternal-
ly enjoy the immensity of Thy Glory; when shall I be worthy 
thereof, when shall I know how to bless Thee as I ought? 
2. Offer. O Dearest Lord, I offer Thee all my affections and 
resolutions, with my whole heart and soul. 
3. Pray. I entreat Thee, O God, that Thou wouldest accept 
my desires and longings, and give Thy Blessing to my soul, 
to enable me to fulfil them, through the Merits of Thy Dear 
Son's Precious Blood shed upon the Cross for me. OUR FA-
THER, etc. Gather your little spiritual bouquet. 
We adore, O Christ, and praise Thee, because by 
Thy holy Cross Thou hast redeemed the world!

Meditation on Easter  
By Bishop Richard Challoner (d. 1781)  

Those words of the Psalmist, which are applied by the Church 
in the office of this day to the resurrection of our Lord ‘This is 
the day which the Lord hath made; let us be glad, and rejoice 
therein.’ Ps. cxvii. 24. Yes, Christian souls, if you have taken 
part in the sufferings of our Redeemer, by the affections of 
compassion and grief at the sight of all those outrages and tor-
ments He endured in the course of His passion, it is just that 
you should rejoice, now the scene is changed, at the sight of His 
being risen from the dead, victorious over death and hell, and 
His having entered upon a new and everlasting life, so that He 
can die now no more nor suffer any more. Rejoice, then, with a 
holy joy in the Lord, and join with the Church on this day in her 
repeated Alleluias, because your best friend, He who truly loves 
you, your dear father, your king, your Lord and God is risen 
again, and this is the day of His triumph; He is now out of all 
reach of His enemies, and shall live and reign glorious for ever-
more. But see, my soul, whether thou art in proper dispositions 
to celebrate with this holy joy the resurrection of thy Lord. Hast 
thou endeavored to die with Him in order to rise again with 
Him? Hast thou put off the old man and his deeds? Hast thou 
crucified the flesh and its lusts? Or does not sin still live and 
reign in thee? if so, how melancholy a reflection must it be to 
think that this monster, for the destruction of which Christ died, 
should still keep thee under slavery, struggling with the worst 
of deaths, whilst thou art celebrating the festival of thy Savior's 
rising to a new and immortal life. Then, if thou desirest to have 
a share in the triumphs of thy Redeemer, imitate His death by 
dying to thy sins, that so thou mayest also imitate His resurrec-
tion, and walk henceforward in the newness of life, after the 
great model given to thee by Jesus Christ. This is the day 
which the Lord hath made; let us be glad, and 
rejoice therein! —Psalm 117: 24
