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Introduction to the Devout Life
By St. Francis de Sales
How to Combine due Care for a Good

Reputation with Humility
(Book 3, Chapter 7—Part 2)

An excessive fear of losing reputation indicates mistrust as to its
foundations, which are to be found in a good and true life.
Those towns where the bridges are built of wood are very un-
casy whenever a sign of flood appears, but they who possess
stone bridges are not anxious unless some very unusual storm
appears. And so a soul built up on solid Christian foundations
can afford to despise the outpour of slander-
ous tongues, but those who know themselves
to be weak are for ever disturbed and uneasy.
Be sure, my child, that he who seeks to be
well thought of by everybody will be es-
teemed by nobody, and those people deserve
to be despised who are anxious to be highly
esteemed by ungodly, unworthy men.

Reputation, after all, is but a signboard giv-
ing notice where virtue dwells, and virtue itself is always and
everywhere preferable. Therefore, if it is said that you are a
hypocrite because you are professedly devout, or if you are
called a coward because you have forgiven an insult, despise all
such accusations. Such judgments are the utterances of foolish
men, and you must not give up what is right, even though your
reputation suffer, for fruit is better than foliage, that is to say, an
inward and spiritual gain is worth all external gains. We may
take a jealous care of our reputation, but not idolize it; and
while we desire not to displease good men, neither should we
seek to please those that are evil. A man's natural adornment is
his beard, and a woman's her hair; if either be torn out they may
never grow again, but if only shaven or shorn, they will grow all
the thicker; and in like manner, if our reputation be shorn or
even shaven by slanderous tongues (of which David says, that
"with lies they cut like a sharp razor"), there is no need to be
disturbed, it will soon spring again, if not brighter, at all events
more substantial. But if it be lost through our own vices or
meanness or evil living, it will not be easily restored, because
its roots are plucked up. And the root of a good name is to be
found in virtue and honesty, which will always cause it to
spring up afresh, however it may be assaulted. If your good
name suffers from some empty pursuit, some useless habit,
some unworthy friendship, they must be renounced, for a good
name is worth more than any such idle indulgence; but if you
are blamed or slandered for pious practices, earnestness in de-
votion, or whatever tends to win eternal life, then let your slan-
derers have their way, like dogs that bay at the moon! Be sure
that, if they should succeed in rousing any evil impression
against you (clipping the beard of your reputation, as it were),
your good name will soon revive, and the razor of slander will
strengthen your honor, just as the pruning-knife strengthens the
vine and causes it to bring forth more abundant fruit. Let us
keep Jesus Christ Crucified always before our eyes; let us go on
trustfully and simply, but with discretion and wisdom, in His
Service, and He will take care of our reputation; if He permits
us to lose it, it will only be to give us better things, and to train
us in a holy humility, one ounce of which is worth more than a
thousand pounds of honor. If we are unjustly blamed, let us
quietly meet calumny with truth; if calumny perseveres, let us
persevere in humility; there is no surer shelter for our reputation
or our soul than the Hand of God. Let us serve Him in good

report or evil report alike, with Saint Paul; so that we may cry
out with David, "For Thy Sake have I suffered reproof, shame
hath covered my face." Of course certain crimes, so grievous
that no one who can justify himself should remain silent, must
be excepted; as, too, certain persons whose reputation closely
affects the edification of others. In this case all theologians say
that it is right quietly to seek reparation.

What is Tenebrae?

Tenebrae (Latin for darkness) is one of the most ancient ser-
vices in the Catholic Church; a special chanted form of the
“hours” of Matins and Lauds (the first two hours of the Divine
Office). Those hours consist of Psalms, Antiphons, and readings
that highlight the sacred mysteries of Holy Week. The mood of
the celebration focuses on the death of Jesus and is consequent-
ly very somber. A special candelabra,
called a Tenebrae hearse, is employed,
holding 15 candles. During the liturgy, the §4
candles are extinguished one at a time after
the chanting of the Psalms. The final can-
dle, representing Christ, is not extinguished
but hidden behind the altar after the last of
the Scripture readings. A final prayer is
said in the darkness, and a loud noise, the
strepitus, ends the service. The last candle
is then brought back into view. The faithful
leave in silence and the mood is again very
mournful, reflecting on the death of Christ
and the darkness that covered the world on
Good Friday.

Our Wednesday evening service anticipates the hours of Matins
and Lauds from Maundy Thursday's office. The psalms will be
chanted by The St. Joseph Schola, under the direction of Ian
Brown. They will sing works by Giovanni Croce, Lucovico da
Vidiana, Orlando di Lassus, and Tomas Luis di Victoria, in ad-
dition to Gregorian chant.

The Tenebrae service will last over an hour.

Welcome Abbé Guillaume de Penguern
Our parish welcomes seventh-year seminarian,
Abbé Guillaume de Penguern, who arrives tomor-
row (March 25). Abbé de Penguern, a Frenchman
and a subdeacon, will be with us for Holy Week. He
then returns to the Institute’s worldwide seminary in
Gricigliano, Italy to resume his studies.

Celebration of the Annunciation Transferred
The Feast of the Annunciation is on March 25th, nine months
before the Nativity of the Lord. The Annunciation recalls the
day when the Archangel Gabriel appeared to Mary and revealed
God’s will that she become the Mother of the Son of God. In
2024, because March 25th falls on Monday of Holy Week, the
Annunciation will be celebrated instead on Monday, April 8th.

Pontifical Good Friday Collection

As is customary, our parish has been asked to support the Pontifical
Good Friday Collection, which helps Christians in the Holy Land,
where they are now less than 2% of the population. Your support is
essential to help the Church minister in parishes, provide Catholic
schools, and offer religious education. The Pontifical Good Friday
Collection also helps to preserve the sacred shrines of Christianity,
including in Jerusalem, Nazareth, and Bethlehem, to name but a few.
This collection is necessary to maintain a Christian presence where the
Church was born. By contributing, you join with Catholics around the
world in solidarity with the Church in the Holy Land.

The Canons and Faithful of Most Precious Blood of Jesus Parish welcome you and hope that your time in
“The ‘Burgh” may be an opportunity to share in the tradition of the Roman Catholic Faith. Please enjoy the
beauty of this Personal Parish, established by Bishop David Zubik on July 1, 2019 on the Feast of The Most
Precious Blood of Jesus.

According to liturgical tradition and the Traditional Latin Mass of the Roman Rite, Holy Communion is re-
ceived kneeling and on the tongue. All visitors who are not of the Catholic Faith are welcome to join us in
prayer but are requested not to receive Holy Communion. Because reception of Holy Communion is the sign
of Divine and Ecclesial unity, only practicing Catholics who are free of mortal sin, and have observed the Eu-
charistic Fast, should present themselves for Holy Communion. For those who need a low gluten Host, let an
usher know as you approach the Communion rail toward the end of Communion.
