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DIVINE  MERCY NOVENA : GOOD FRIDAY  TO LOW SUNDAY 
 

Novena prayer booklets are available in the rear of the church 
 

In the revelations made to Saint Faustina Kowalska in 1931, Our Lord Jesus Christ 
asked that the Feast of His Divine Mercy be celebrated on Low Sunday (1st Sunday 
after Easter). This feast is to be preceded by a Novena to the Divine Mercy which 
begins on Good Friday. A plenary indulgence is granted under the usual conditions 
(sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion and prayer for the intentions of Su-
preme Pontiff) to the faithful who, on this Sunday, in a spirit that is completely de-
tached from the affection for a sin, even a venial sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honor 
of Divine Mercy, or who, in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament exposed or reserved in the taberna-
cle, recite the Our Father and the Creed, adding a devout prayer to the merciful Lord Jesus (for exam-
ple,�´�0�H�U�F�L�I�X�O���-�H�V�X�V�����,���W�U�X�V�W���L�Q���\�R�X�������� 

 

SOLEMN  BLESSING OF EASTER WATER  
 

During the Easter Vigil water is solemnly blessed: the Easter Candle is dipped into it three times, and the 
priest blows his breath over it thrice, recalling the Spirit over the waters at Creation, and the Spirit caus-
ing the waters of Noe's flood to subside, and how the Spirit appeared as a dove over the waters at Christ's 
Baptism. Some of this water is then mixed with sacred chrism and will be used to baptize. The rest of this 
water is sprinkled on the faithful present at the Vigil when they renew their baptismal promises. The 
Easter water is then taken home in holy water bottles and sprinkled around the home by the father of the 
family. There is a special blessing of homes during the Easter season. Excerpts from the Roman missal: 
 

Therefore may all unclean spirits, by Thy command, O Lord, depart far from hence: may the whole malice 
of diabolical deceit be entirely banished: may no power of the enemy prevail here: let him not fly about to 
lay his snares; may he not creep in by stealth: may he not corrupt with his poison...May it (water) be a living 
fountain, a regenerating water, a purifying stream: that all those that are to be washed in this saving bath 
may obtain, by the operation of the Holy Ghost, the grace of a perfect cleansing. Therefore, I bless thee, O 
creature of water, by the living À God, by the true À God, by the holy À God: by that God Who, in the be-
ginning, separated thee by His Word from the dry land, Whose Spirit moved over thee. Here he divides the 
water and casts some toward the four corners of the earth. saying...  He then breathes on the water three times in the 
shape of the Cross. Do Thou with Thy mouth bless these clear waters: that besides their natural virtue of clean-
sing the body, they may also prove efficacious for the purifying of the soul.
