Catholics seem 
to have lost the interest for this celebration. Attendance is generally very poor. I would like to encourage you to reverse this impression of 

mine and to mark your calendars for this Great Week. 
 

We will start Holy Week with the viewing of the Passion filmed by Mel Gibson. I would think that most of us have al-
ready seen the movie at the least one time. Therefore, the purpose of this viewing is not to discover the movie but to ex-
plain the scenes. I will pause the movie at regular intervals to comment what we just saw. Many scenes are so rich and 
rooted in Scripture, History and Tradition that explanations are necessary. Every time I see it I discover something new. It 
is a great way to enter in the mood of the Holy Week. 
 

Holy Thursday we will celebrate the Institution of the Eucharist and the washing of the feet. A great feast opening the 
Passion. The Last Supper, the Passion and the Mass are one unique event. Friday, a day of penance, we will mourn with Our Lord carry-
ing His Cross for us. The Stations of the Cross at 3:00 pm will be followed with the adoration of the True Relic of the Cross. The liturgi-
cal celebration will be in the evening, an impressive ceremony bringing the memories of the first centuries of the Church. Saturday is 
Easter Vigil. If you have only one occasion to celebrate the Holy Week come to that one: the Celebration of the Resurrection of the Lord 
that will continue with the morning masses and the blessing of Easter Food. I announce it early that all can come.

 Epistle Galatians 4: 22-31   Brethren, It is written that Abraham had two sons: the one by a bondwoman and the other 
by a free woman. But he who was of the bondwoman was born according to the flesh; but he of the free woman was by promise; 
which things are said by an allegory. For these are the two testaments. The one from Mount Sinai, engendering unto bondage: 
which is Agar; for Sinai is a mountain in Arabia, which hath affinity to that Jerusalem which now is, and is in bondage with her 
children. But that Jerusalem which is above is free, which is our mother. For it is written: Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not: 
break forth and cry, thou that travailest not: for many are the children of the desolate, more than of her that hath a husband. Now 
we, brethren, as Isaac was, are the children of promise. But as then he that was born according to the flesh persecuted him that was 
after the spirit: so also it is now. But what saith the Scripture? Cast out the bondwoman and her son: for the son of the bond-
woman shall not be heir with the son of the freewoman. So then, brethren, we are not the children of the bondwoman but of the 
free: by the freedom wherewith Christ has made us free.

not sufficient for them, that every one may take a little. One of His disciples, Andrew, the brother of Simon Peter, saith to Him: 
There is a boy that hath five barley loaves and two fishes; but what are these among so many? Then Jesus said: Make the men sit 
down. Now there was much grass in the place. The men therefore say down, in number about five thousand. And Jesus took the 
loaves, and when He had given thanks, He distributed to them that were set down: in like manner also of the fishes, as much as they 
would. And when they were filled, He said to His disciples: Gather up the fragments that remain, lest they be lost. They gathered up 
therefore, and filled twelve baskets with the fragments of the five barley loaves which remained over and above to them that had 
eaten. Now those men, when they had seen what a miracle Jesus had done, said: This is of a truth the Prophet that is to come into 
the world. Jesus therefore, when He knew that they would come to take Him by force and make Him king, fled again into the moun-
tain, Himself alone.
