Thi s is a 
great Marian feast whose roots come form the first centuries of the Church. I was called òLepapanteó or feast of the light 
because of the fact that Jesus, the true light is given to the world. Candles are blessed on this occasion. These candles are 
sacramental, bringing grace to the household where they are burn. Tradition invites us to light them up in case of storm, 
or temptation, by those who are actively dying as a protection against adversity. 
 

Seventy days to go before Easter. As promised, we will place our Lenten season under the study of the sacrament of Pen-
ance. Here is the plan of the upcoming sermons: Septuagesima - The Necessity of Confession / Sexagesima - The bene-
fits of frequent Confession / Quinquagesima - How to make a good Confession / 1st Lent - The Fruits of a good Confes-

sion / 2nd Lent - Contrition / 3rd Lent - Confession / 4th Lent -  Satisfaction. 
 

The blessings of the throats and of the miraculous medals are set on specific dates. It is then better to receive the blessings at that particu-
lar time. Knowing however that it is impossible for many of you to come , the blessing will be imparted also after the 3 Sunday Masses.

 Gospel   Matthew 20: 1-16   At that time Jesus spoke to His disciples this parable: The kingdom of God is like to a householder who 
went out early in the morning to hire laborers in his vineyard. And having agreed with the laborers for a penny a day, he sent them into his vine-
yard. And going out about the third hour, he saw others standing in the market place idle, and he said to them: Go you also into my vineyard, 
and I will give you what shall be just. And they went their way. And again he went out about the sixth and ninth hour: and did in like manner. 
But about the eleventh hour he went out and found others standing, and he saith to them: Why stand you here all the day idle? The say to him: 
Because no man hath hired us. He saith to them: Go you also into my vineyard. And when evening was come, the lord of the vineyard saith to 
his steward: Call the laborers and pay them their hire, beginning from the last even to the first. When therefore they were come that came about 
the eleventh hour, they received every man a penny. But when the first also came, they thought that they should receive more: and they also 
received every man a penny. And receiving it they murmured against the master of the house, saying: These last have worked but one hour, and 
thou hast made them equal to us that have borne the burden of the day and the heats. But he answering said to one of them: Friend, I do thee 
no wrong; didst thou not agree with me for a penny? Take what is thine and go thy way: I will also give to this last even as to thee. Or, is it not 
lawful for me to do what I will? Is thine eye evil, because I am good? So shall the last be first, and the first last. For many are called, but few 
chosen.
