LAETARE SUNDAY: TRADITIONAL CUSTOM OF THE GOLDEN ROSE

Like the third Sunday of Advent ("Gaudete Sunday"), the fourth Sunday of Lent is a break in an otherwise
penitential season. The organ may once again be played, and flowers may adorn the altar. This day is called
"Laetare Sunday" (also "Rose Sunday" ), and takes its name from the opening words of the Mass, the Introit's
"Laetare, Jerusalem": The wearing of rose vestments on Laetare Sunday is a custom originating in the fact
that, as a symbol of joy and hope in the middle of this somber season, the popes at one time carried a golden
rose in their right hand when returning from the celebration of Mass on this day.

In 1051 Pope Leo IX was already calling this custom an "ancient institution." Originally it was a natural rose,
then a single golden rose of natural size, but since the fifteenth century it has consisted of a cluster or branch
of roses wrought of pure gold in brilliant workmanship by famous artists. The popes bless one every year, and
often confer it upon churches, shrines, cities, or distinguished persons as a token of esteem and paternal
affection. In case of such a bestowal, a new rose is made during the subsequent year. The golden rose
represents Christ in the shining splendor of His majesty, the "flower sprung from the root of Jesse." It is
blessed with words which implore the joy and prosperity of God’s favor upon the whole Church.

ST. JOSEPH

SPOUSE OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY
To be convinced how much the intercession of St. Joseph prevails with Jesus Christ, we
have only to consider these words of the Evangelist: “And He was subject to them.” The
Son of God employed thirty years assiduously obeying Joseph and Mary! It was
sufficient for Jesus, by the least word or sign, to show that he wished Him to do
anything; Jesus immediately obeyed. This humble obedience of Jesus teaches us that the
dignity of Joseph is above that of all the other Saints, except that of the Queen of Saints.
Let us hear what St. Teresa says of the confidence which all should place in the
protection of St. Joseph: “To the other Saints,” she says, “it appears that the Lord may
have granted power to succor us on particular occasions, but to this Saint, as experience
proves, He has granted power to help us on all occasions. Our Lord would teach us that,
as He was pleased to be subject to Joseph upon the earth, so He is now pleased to grant whatever this Saint
asks for in heaven. Others whom I have recommended to have recourse to Joseph, have known this from
experience. I never knew any one who was particularly devout to him, that did not continually advance more
and more in virtue. For the love of God, let him who believes not this make his own trial. And I do not know
how any one can think of the Queen of Angels, at the time when she labored so much in the infancy and
childhood of Jesus, and not return thanks to Joseph for the assistance which he rendered both to the Mother
and to the Son.” We should be particularly devout to Saint Joseph, that he may obtain for us a happy death.
