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THE SAINT BENEDICT MEDAL  
First approved by Pope Benedict XIV in 1741, the medal bears an image of St. Benedict, holding a cross in the right 

hand and the Holy Rule in the left. On the one side of the image is a cup, on the other a raven, and above the cup and the 

raven are inscribed the words: “Crux s. patris Benedicti” (Cross of the Holy Father Benedict). Round the margin of the 

medal is written “Eius in obitu nostro praesentia muniamur” (May we at our death be fortified by his presence). The 

reverse of the medal bears a cross with the initial letters of the words:  “Crux Sacra Sit Mihi Lux!” (The Holy Cross be 

my light), written downward on the perpendicular bar; the initial letters of the words, “Nunquam Draco Sit Mihi 

Dux!” (Let not the dragon be my guide), on the horizontal bar; and the initial letters of "Crux Sancti Patris               

Benedicti" (The Cross of our Holy Father Benedict) in the angles of the cross. Round the margin stand the initial letters 

of the distich: “Vade Retro Satana! Nunquam Suade Mihi Vana! Sunt Mala Quae Libas. Ipse Venen Bibas!” (Begone, 

Satan, Do not suggest to me thy vanities! Evil are the things thou dost offer, Drink thou thy own poison!) At the top of 

the cross usually stands the word Pax (peace) or the monogram I H S (Jesus).  

FEAST OF ST. BENEDICT - PATRON OF THE INSTITUTE  - MARCH 22, 2010 
A plenary indulgence may be obtained under the usual conditions by all who assist at Holy Mass in a Church of the   

Institute of Christ the King on this feast day. 

FEAST OF THE ANNUNCIATION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY - MARCH 25 
The Evangelist tells us that in the sixth month after the conception of St. John the Baptist by Elizabeth, the Angel 

Gabriel was sent from God to the Virgin Mary, at Nazareth, a small town in the mountains of Galilee. Mary was of the 

house of David, and was espoused (i.e., married) to Joseph, of the same royal family. She had, however, not yet entered 

the household of her spouse, but was still in her mother's house. The angel having taken the figure and the form of man, 

came into the house and said to her: "Hail, full of grace, the Lord is with thee." Mary having heard the greeting words 

did not speak; she was troubled in spirit. Mary may not yet have fully understood the meaning of the heavenly message 

and how the maternity might be reconciled with her vow of virginity, but clinging to the first words of the angel and 

trusting to the Omnipotence of God she said: "Behold the handmaid of the Lord, be it done to me according to thy 

word." The Redeemer does not arrive in the way of earthly generations: the power of the Holy Ghost enters the chaste 

womb of the Virgin, forming the humanity of Christ. The Annunciation is the beginning of Jesus in His human    

nature. 

PASSIONTIDE 
The last two weeks of Lent form the season called Passiontide. Holy Church gives these two weeks over to the 

commemoration of the Passion of our Lord in anticipation of the great day to come; the Church would not have 

her children celebrate the Resurrection without first having participated in the sufferings of Christ.  

The severity of Lenten penances and fasts are increased during Passiontide. Also, the call to abundant           

almsgiving, in imitation of the Divine Generosity, which is pouring out graces on sinners is also increased. During 

this time statues, crucifixes and other sacred images are veiled in violet, signifying the humiliation of our Lord, 

when in His sufferings, he veiled his Divinity. All the services, ceremonies, and rites from Passion Sunday until 

the Easter Vigil are somber, solemn, and sad, in order to awaken in the heart of man the deepest sensibilities of 

sadness, affliction, sorrow, and desolation in remembrance of the Savior of the World.
