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The Roman Missal today begins the liturgical cy-
cle. The Incarnation is the true central point which 
divides the course of the ages. By the period of 
preparation called Advent, the ages before Christ 
and leading us to His birth are recalled; following 
the feast of Christmas the great events in the life of 
Christ and the ages that lead toward the final judg-
ment are kept in mind.  The Missal, therefore, is 
logical and corresponds closely to this lofty con-
cept of history by which the Incarnation is made 
the true central event in the world’s drama. The 
early Christians began their liturgical cycle with 
the festival of Christmas; the present arrangement 
came into use towards the middle of the fifth cen-
tury. 

The spirit of the sacred Liturgy during Advent, full 
of the joyful announcement of approaching free-
dom, is one of holy enthusiasm , tender gratitude, 
and an intense longing for the coming of the Word 
of God in the hearts of all the children.

Approaching for Holy Communion...  
 
Your cooperation is requested . . . 
 
When approaching the communion rail for the re-
ception of Holy Communion, we ask that you fol-
low these procedures: 
· Those seated in the center banks of pews are 

asked to approach the rail from the center aisle 
and to return to their seats by way of the side 
aisles. 

·  Those seated in the outer banks of pews are 
asked to approach the rail from the extreme 
outer aisles and return to their seats by way of 
the side aisles. 

This procedure will allow for a more organized 
and dignified reception of Holy Communion. 
�

How to receive Holy Communion… 

47 Q: How should we act while receiving Holy 
Communion? 
A: In the act of receiving Holy Communion we 
should be kneeling, holding our head slightly 
raised, our eyes modest and fixed on the sacred 
Host, our mouth sufficiently open, and the tongue 
slightly out over the lips. 
48 Q: How should the Communion cloth be held? 
A: The Communion cloth should be held in such a 
way as to receive the sacred Host in case it should 
fall. 
49:Q When should the sacred Host be swallowed? 
A: We should try to swallow the sacred Host as 
soon as possible, and we should avoid spitting for 
some time. 
50 Q: If the sacred Host should cling to the palate 
what should be done? 
A: If the sacred Host should cling to the palate it 
should be removed with the tongue, but never with 
the finger.

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INTRODUCTION TO THE DEVOUT LIFE 
BY ST. FRANCIS DE SALES 

On Friendship: Evil and Frivolous Friendship. 

 

�� oremost among the soul's affections is love. 
Love is the ruler of every motion of the 
heart; drawing all to itself, and making us 

like to that we love. Beware, then, my daughter, of 
harboring any evil affection, or you too will be-
come evil. And friendship is the most dangerous of 
all affections, because any other love may exist 
without much mental communication, but as 
friendship is founded thereon, it is hardly possible 
to be closely bound by its ties to any one without 
sharing in his qualities. 

All love is not friendship, for one may love with-
out any return, and friendship implies mutual love. 
Further, those who are bound by such affection 
must be conscious that it is reciprocal,-- otherwise 
there may be love but not friendship; and more-
over, there must be something communicated be-
tween the friends as a solid foundation of friend-
ship. 

Friendship varies according to these communica-
tions, and they vary according to that which people 
have to communicate. If men share false and vain 
things, their friendship will be false and vain; if 
that which is good and true, their friendship will be 
good and true, and the better that which is the sta-
ple of the bond, so much the better will the friend-
ship be. That honey is best which is culled from 
the choicest flowers, and so friendship built upon 
the highest and purest intercommunion is the best. 
And just as a certain kind of honey brought from 
Pontus is poisonous, being made from aconite, so 
that those who eat it lose their senses, so the 
friendship which is based on unreal or evil grounds 
will itself be hollow and worthless. 

Mere sensual intercourse is not worthy of the name 
of friendship; and were there nothing more in mar-
ried love it would not deserve to bear the name; 
but inasmuch as that involves the participation of 
life, industry, possessions, affections, and an unal-
terable fidelity, marriage, when rightly understood, 
is a very real and holy friendship. 

Whatever is founded on mere sensuality, vanity, or 
frivolity, is unworthy to be called friendship. I 
mean such attractions as are purely external; a 
sweet voice, personal beauty, and the cleverness or 
outward show which have great weight with some. 
You will often hear women and young people un-
hesitatingly decide that such an one is very de-
lightful, very admirable, because he is good-
looking, well-dressed, sings, or dances, or talks 
well. Even charlatans esteem the wittiest clown 
amongst them as their best man. But all these 
things are purely sensual, and the connections built 
on such foundation must be vain and frivolous, 
more fitly to be called trifling than friendship. 
They spring up chiefly among young people, who 
are easily fascinated by personal attractions, dress, 
and gossip--friendships in which the tailor and 
hairdresser have the chief part. How can such 
friendships be other than short lived, melting away 
like snow wreaths in the sun!
