Born in the Duchy of Savoy, France, in 1567, St. Fran-
cis de Sales was intended for a career in the magistrate 
and sent to several prestigious colleges for his educa-
tion. While studying theology at Clermont College in 
Paris under Jesuit tutelage, he had a spiritual experi-
ence which prompted him to dedicate his life to God. 
He pursued a law degree, receiving the Diploma of 
Doctorate in 1592. A year later Claude de Granier, 
Bishop of Geneva, offered Francis the position of Pro-
vost of the Chapter of Geneva, and Francis received 
Holy Orders.
