Insight into the Liturgy...Palm Sunday

Today we enter into Holy Week. Many aspects of
the Liturgy come forth for our meditation during
these few days where we focus on the last days of
our Divine Savior. To understand more about it, |
have included a phrase from Dom Guéranger’'s
Liturgical Year a masterpiece of prayerful consid-
eration of the inner life of the Church.

“...there are three objects which principally ergag
the thoughts of the Church during Lent. The Pas-
sion of our Redeemer which we have felt to be
coming nearer to us each week; the preparation of
the catechumens for Baptism, which is to be ad-
ministered to them on Easter eve; the reconcilia-
tion of the public penitents, who are to be readmit

ted into the Church on the Thursday, the day of the
Last Supper. Each of these three objects engages

more and more the attention of the Church the
nearer she approaches the time of their celebra-
tion.”

Our whole Christian faith depends on the sacrifice
of our blessed Lord on the cross and his glorious
Resurrection. It is through his redemptive Passion
and Death that we are born to a life of grace as we
sing in the vesperal hymn during this time:

“Hail, oh Cross! our only hope!
