Dear faithful and friends of St. Francis de Sales Oratory, 

At first, I would like to thank everyone wholeheartedly for such a gratifying show of support Tuesday evening at our Solemn High Mass 
celebrated by the Institute of Christ the King’s founder, the Very Rev. Msgr. Gilles Wach. The impressive number at the Mass and the re-
ception following encouraged Msgr. Wach, as this was an indication of the devotion and loyalty of our Oratory family. I wish to thank those 
Oratory members especially who gave their time, talent, and hard work to prepare for Msgr. Wach’s visit. We at the rectory by ourselves 
could not have provided this level of hospitality if it were not for you. You may be sure of our prayers for you and your families.
