INTRODUCTION TO THE DEVOUT LIFE

SAINT AUGUSTINE says very admirably, that beginngrslevo-
tion are wont to commit certain faults which, whiteey are blame-
able according to the strict laws of perfectior get praiseworthy
by reason of the promise they hold forth of a fatexcellent good-
ness, to which they actually tend. For instancat, tommon
shrinking fear which gives rise to an excessivegalosity in the
souls of some who are but just set free from asmaof sin, is com-
mendable at that early stage, and is the almo&ticdorerunner of
future purity of conscience. But this same fear lddae blameable
in those who are farther advanced, because lowddheign in
their hearts, and love is sure to drive away athsservile fear by
degrees.

In his early days, Saint Bernard was very sevedehamsh to-
wards those whom he directed, telling them, to iegih, that
they must put aside the body, and come to him thigir minds
only. In confession, he treated all faults, howesraall, with
extreme severity, and his poor apprentices in tingysof per-
fection were so urged onwards, that by dint of gireshe kept
them back, for they lost heart and breath when tbegd
themselves thus driven up so steep and high am&aSdeerein,
my daughter, you can see that, although it waarient zeal
for the most perfect purity which led that greain$ao to act,
and although such zeal is a great virtue, stillas a virtue
which required checking. And so God Himself checiteéa a
vision, by which He filled S. Bernard with so genttender,
and loving a spirit, that he was altogether chang&ming
himself heavily for having been so strict and seese, and
becoming so kindly and indulgent, that he made bifrad|
things to all men in order to win all.

S. Jerome tells us that his beloved daughter, §aPaas not
only extreme, but obstinate in practicing bodilyrtifications,
and refusing to yield to the advice given her upiat head by
her Bishop, S. Epiphanius; and furthermore, she geay so
excessively to her grief at the death of thoselehed as to
peril her own life.

Whereupon S. Jerome says: “It will be said thahlaccusing
this saintly woman rather than praising her, baiffirm before
Jesus, Whom she served, and Whom | seek to sbatd,dam
not saying what is untrue on one side or the othgrsimply
describing her as one Christian another; that &g | am writ-
ing her history, not her panegyric, and her faaftsthe virtues
of others.”

When at the end of a sicknessialid's legs
swell, it is a good sign, indicating that natutaéegth is return-
ing, and throwing off foul humors; but it would bébad sign in
one not avowedly sick, as showing that nature waddeble to
disperse or absorb those humors.
