RUBRICS FOR THE LAITY

Most participants at the High Mass here at the Ora-
tory are well versed in when to kneel, sit, etc.
throughout the Mass. However, there are three mo-
ments during the liturgy when there tends to be some
confusion. Hopefully, the following will clear up the
confusion.

Q. What do the laity do when the processional
crucifix passes?

A. It is a long-standing custom that the laity genu-
flect. This results in a beautiful “ripple” of move-
ment as the crucifix passes up the center aisle, a ges-
ture of respect toward the cross, the instrument of
our salvation.

Q. What do the laity do when the celebrant sprin-
kles them during the Asperges Me?

A. As the celebrant sprinkles each side, everyone on
that side bows his/her head, makes the sign of the
cross, then bows again.

Q. What do the laity do when the altar server, af-
ter incensing the clergy and servers in the sanctu-
ary, moves down to the center of the sanctuary
and incenses the congregation?

A. The laity stands, then bows in response to the
server’s bow both before the incensing and after.
The bow in this case is a gesture of courtesy to-
ward one who fulfills a sacred office.

DID YOU KNOW

The Respect Life Apostolate of the Archdiocese of St. Louis has
issued this statement. They neither support nor encourage par-
ticipation in the activities that benefit the Susan G. Komen
Breast Cancer foundation.

Facts on Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation

1. Public records indicate that Komen affiliates in at least 22
states (Missouri is not among them) have provided sizable
grants to local Planned Parenthood chapters for breast health
care services.

2. Despite Komen donations for breast health care services,
Planned Parenthood ( the largest single abortion provider in the
country) stated in its annual report that 14,000 more abortions
were performed and 141,000 fewer breast exams were provided
in 2003 than in 2002.

3. Donors cannot control how an organization arranges its
budget. Therefore, money donated for a specific service i.e.
breast health care, directly frees up funds to support other areas
of an organization's agenda, i.e. contraception services, "safe"
sec education and abortion.

4. The Komen website dismissed the link between procured
abortion and increased risk of breast cancer. However, the re-
search of Joel Brind, Ph.D., a professor of Endocrinology and
founder of the Breast Cancer Prevention Institute, and the state-
ment of Dr. Janet Daling, a leading cancer epidemiologist and
pro-choice advocate, "I would have loved to have found no as-
sociation between breast cancer and abortion, but our research is
rock solid, and our data is accurate. It's not a matter of believ-
ing, it's a matter of what is" seriously dislodge such a dismissal.
