Renovation efforts at St. Francis de Sales Oratame
now received public recognition with reception bétan-
nual “Golden Brick Award” bestowed by the DeSales
Community Housing Corporation. The Corporation,
which spun off from St. Francis de Sales parish aspa-
rate legal entity decades ago, gives the awarctpie
and/or projects that have contributed positivelyie
Tower Grove East and Fox Park neighborhoods. Nomi-
nees may include businesses, institutions, or @vein
viduals that have demonstrated a commitment towards
improving the neighborhoods.

The project which won the award for the Oratorysthear
was the renovation of the vesting sacristy in therch
building, a renovation which resulted in the reption of
a chapel built by St. Louis King of France. Althduthis
represents just one project out of many in theorasion
of St. Francis de Sales church and rectory, it ewssid-
ered significant, especially since the sacristyjgabwas
involved in a Papal award, th8&ne Merentl’ recently
given to Abbe Alexander Willweber of the Instituié
Christ the King Sovereign Priest.

When the Institute was first given the adminiswatdf
St. Francis de Sales as an oratory three yearsbagio the
church and rectory—as well as adjoining schools ot
vent—were in serious states of disrepair.
