The event will be held on the beautiful grounds of 
Mundelein Seminary just north of Chicago. Canon 
Commins (Vicar at Saint Francis de Sales Orato-
ry, St. Louis, Missouri) will be the chaplain for 
the camp, and several other canons are sure to be 
there as well.  
 

The program includes daily Mass, prayer in com-
mon and opportunity for confession, faith for-
mation classes and discussions, and other social 
activities for young men and women. 
 

The weekend begins with check-in at 3:00 PM on 
Friday, August 11 at Mundelein and will end on 
Monday, August 14 at 12:00 PM. 
 

This year's admission fee is $250, which includes 
lodging and meals.
