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FROM THE RECTOR’S DESK…  

My dear Faithful and Friends of St. Francis de Sales Oratory, 

“As this Temple is a material extension of Thy Church, so she 
may grow by spiritual increase.” Last Sunday’s Mass in its col-
lect summed up what our intentions, fervent hopes and our 
longings are here at St. Francis de Sales Oratory: That all what 
we do to build up and to rebuild a thriving Oratory community 
may serve the whole Mystical Body of Christ. As Catholics we 
have a broad perspective and view on the whole of the commu-
nity of faithful around the world who are in communion with 
Christ, its invisible head, and with the Pope in Rome, its visible 
head.

As a 
German by birth I dare to make a judgment that these German 
dishes, the Sauerkraut, the Apfelmus (applesauce), the Kassler 
(cooked meat) and the Kochwurst (sausage) are difficult to find 
in this quality anywhere, including certain parts of Germany 
claiming to be the origin of these dishes.
