Dear Friends and Faithful, 

The liturgical calendar of Holy Mother Church provides us with an uninterrupted flow of divine graces, brought to us 
through the channels of the Divine Liturgy and specifically apt to sanctify our souls.

We will have a Solemn High Mass here at St. Francis de Sales Oratory on the 29th of January 2009 at 6:30 pm, and we 
invite you all to come on this very special day. Furthermore we want to use this occasion to make our presence better 
known and to introduce to the public once again the needs of our church and the campus here as a whole.
