My dear Friends at St. Francis de Sales Oratory, 

The conversion of St. Paul is “the fruit of the martyrdom and prayer of St. Stephen”, says Dom Gueranger in his Litur-
gical Year. Paul, being present when St. Stephen gave his life for Christ and His Church, is converted through the inter-
cession of St. Stephen, who prayed for his persecutors in the moment of his death.  

In the conversion of St. Paul, the apostle of the gentiles, we see all elements of our salvation: the graces of God, given 
by God without any merit on our part, are the only source of sanctification of man. They have their origin only in the 
merits of Christ. And the graces of sanctification are mediated through the intercession of the members of the commu-
nity of saints.  

Our conversion might be less dramatic than that of St. Paul and our intercession for others normally does not take place 
in the moment of an ultimate sacrifice. However, in our day-to-day situations we also are called to acknowledge the 
centrality of Christ and Christ’s graces in our lives and the dependence on the intercession of the other members of the 
Mystical Body, the Church.  

It is the special mark of the spirituality of St. Francis de Sales to accept this humble role we all can play in the great 
spectacle of the salvation of man. The small sacrifices of our daily life, the sanctification of our work and daily duties, 
the humility of our prayers and faithfulness in our spiritual efforts – all this is what St. Francis de Sales teaches us in his 
work and presents to us as the way to holiness for the ordinary man. 

It is therefore with great joy that we celebrate this year’s feast day of our holy patron, on the 29th of January, this com-
ing Thursday at 6:30 pm with a Solemn High Mass, ornamented with a great piece of musical art, the Mass of  Louis 
Vierne’s Messe Solenelle in C-sharp Minor for organ and choir. We invited members of the journalistic profession to 
come to this event, and we will ask St. Francis de Sales – the patron of writers and journalists – to intercede for us at the 
throne of God in our effort to bring the life of St. Francis de Sales and the St. Francis de Sales Oratory to the attention 
of a broader public. I want to thank Mr. Nick Botkins and our choir(s) especially for their continuous fruitful efforts to 
bring the work of our Oratory to the attention of a broader public.
