“Do not spare yourself in telling whatever is nesgy to explain the nature of your fault, as, f@tance, the reason why you lost
your temper, or why you encouraged another in widoigg. Thus, someone whom | dislike says a charard in joke, | take it ill,
and put myself in a passion.”
