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On the first anniversary of the Pontifical Decree Saeculorum Rex, which       

bestowed the Pontifical Right on the Institute of Christ the King, the Institute's

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The Rosary is made up of mental and vocal prayer. In the Holy Rosary mental prayer is the 

meditation of the chief mysteries of the life, death, and glory of Jesus Christ and His Blessed 

Mother. Meditation is the form of prayer by which, using our mind and imagination to consider 

a truth, our will is moved to love it, and we form resolutions to imitate it in our own lives. Vocal 

prayer consists in reciting fifteen decades of the Hail Mary, each decade beginning with an Our 

Father and ending with the Glory be, and the Fatima prayer (ñO my Jesus forgive us our 

sinséò), as was recommended by Our Blessed 

Mother herself. The Holy Rosary is a blessed 

blending of mental and vocal prayer by which we 

honor and learn to imitate the mysteries and the 

virtues of the life, passion, death, and glory of Je-

sus and Mary. The word Rosary meaning ñcrown 

of roses,ò the Rosary is a spiritual bouquet, given 

by the Blessed Virgin Mary herself to Saint Domi-

nic in the early 13th century, by which we honor 

our Mary as the Mother of God, we ask her to ob-

tain for us from her Divine Son special graces and 

heavenly favors, and we thank her for her mater-

nal intercession.  
 

ñAmong all the devotions approved by the Church, 

none has been favored by so many miracles as the de-

votion of the most Holy Rosary.ò (Blessed Pius IX)  

 

qui es in caelis, sanctificetur nomen tuum.

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The origins of  the Most Holy Rosary according to the writings 
 

of  St. Louis Marie Grignon de Montfort (1673-1716) 
 
Since the Rosary is composed, principally and in substance, of the prayer of Christ and the Angelic 
Salutation, that is, the Our Father and the Hail Mary, it was without doubt the first prayer and the 
principal devotion of the faithful and has been in use all through the centuries, from the time of the 
apostles and disciples down to the present.  
 
It was only in the year 1213, however, that the Church received the Rosary in its present form and 
according to the method we use today. It was given to the Church by St. Dominic (1170-1221), 
who had received it from the Blessed Virgin as a means of converting the Albigensians and other 
sinners.  
I will tell you the story of how he received it, which is found in the very well-known book De Digni-
tate Psalterii, by Blessed Alan de la Roche. Saint Dominic, seeing that the gravity of people's sins was 
hindering the conversion of the Albigensians, withdrew into a forest near Toulouse, where he 
prayed continuously for three days and three nights. During this time he did nothing but weep and 
do harsh penances in order to appease the anger of God. He used his discipline so much that his 
body was lacerated, and finally he fell into a coma.  
 
At this point our Lady appeared to him, accompanied by three angels, and she said, "Dear Dominic, 
do you know which weapon the Blessed Trinity wants to use to reform the world?" "Oh, my Lady," 
answered Saint Dominic, "you know far better than I do, because next to your Son Jesus Christ you 
have always been the chief instrument of our salvation."  
Then our Lady replied, "I want you to know that, in this kind of warfare, the principal weapon has 
always been the Angelic Psalter, which is the foundation-stone of the New Testament. Therefore, if 
you want to reach these hardened souls and win them over to God, preach my Psalter."  
So he arose, comforted, and burning with zeal for the conversion of the people in that district, he 
made straight for the cathedral. At once unseen angels rang the bells to gather the people together, 
and Saint Dominic began to preach. 
 
 At the very beginning of his sermon, an appalling storm broke out, the earth shook, the sun was 
darkened, and there was so much thunder and lightning that all were very much afraid. Even greater 
was their fear when, looking at a picture of our Lady exposed in a prominent place, they saw her 
raise her arms to heaven three times to call down God's vengeance upon them if they failed to be 
converted, to amend their lives, and seek the protection of the holy Mother of God.  
God wished, by means of these supernatural phenomena, to spread the new devotion of the holy 
Rosary and to make it more widely known.  
At last, at the prayer of Saint Dominic, the storm came to an end, and he went on preaching. So 
fervently and compellingly did he explain the importance and value of the Rosary that almost all the 
people of Toulouse embraced it and renounced their false beliefs. In a very short time a great im-
provement was seen in the town; people began leading Christian lives and gave up their former bad 
habits. 
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The Glorious History of The Most Holy Rosary in the Life of The Church 
 

From the defeat of the Albigensian heretics at the battle of Muret on Sept. 12, 1213, 

which needs to be attributed to the recitation of the Rosary by St. Dominic, it is firmly believed 

that Heaven has on many occasions rewarded the faith of those who had recourse to this devo-

tion in times of special danger. More particularly, the naval victory of Lepanto gained by 

Don John of Austria over the Turkish fleet on the first Sunday of October in 1571 re-

sponded wonderfully to the processions made at Rome on that same day by the members of 

the Rosary confraternity. St. Pius V thereupon ordered that a commemoration of the Ro-

sary should be made upon that day, and at the request of the Dominican Order Gregory 

XIII  in 1573 allowed this feast to be kept in all churches which possessed an altar dedicated to 

the Holy Rosary. In 1671 the observance of this festival was extended by Clement X to the 

whole of Spain. 

After the important victory over the Turks gained by Prince Eugene of Savoy on 6 Au-

gust, 1716 (the feast of our Lady of the Snows), at Peterwardein in Hungary, Pope 

Clement XI commanded the feast of the Rosary to be celebrated by the universal 

Church. Leo XIII has since raised the feast to the rank of a double of the second class and has 

added to the Litany of Loreto the invocation "Queen of the Most Holy Rosary".  

Our Lady has appeared on several occasions (Lourdes in 1858, Fatima in 1917) calling 

for penance, reparation and for the faithful and perseverant recitation of the Most Holy 

Rosary as an invincible means to wipe out sin and heresy and to spread peace among 

the nations and in  families.  

The month of October is consecrated to the Most Holy Rosary of the Blessed Virgin 

Mary. Pope Leo XIII encouraged the faithful to recite the Rosary in front of the Blessed Sac-

rament exposed. Many indulgences have been accorded by the Popes to the recitation of the 

Rosary and to the membership in the Rosary Confraternities. Let us recite this most power-

ful prayer for the Restoration of the Church and for the purification of our society and 

nation.

Inspired by the Holy Spirit, instructed by the Blessed Virgin as well as by his own experience, Saint 
Dominic preached the Rosary for the rest of his life. He preached it by his example as well as by his 
sermons, in cities and in country places, to people of high station and low, before scholars and the 
uneducated, to Catholics and to heretics.  
The Rosary, which he said every day, was his preparation for every sermon and his little tryst with 
our Lady immediately after preaching.
