Our New Mass Vestments have arrived. Donations are very welcome!

The liturgical vestments that we ordered in Rome have arrived! As the vestments that we 

have been using at the Oratory show numerous marks of wear, Monsignor Schmitz ordered 

priestly vestments for us in Rome last summer. They were made by the renowned ecclesiastical 

tailor Ditta Annibale Gammarelli. We are very grateful to Monsignor Schmitz for choosing 

the beautiful fabric and braids, and for obtaining the vestments at a really good price.  
 

The Institute of Christ the King has ordered from Gammarelli often, as for instance, the vest-

ments for our church in Kansas City, Missouri which was renovated and then dedicated by 

Bishop Finn in 2008. Our vestment order that has arrived comprises one cope and its humeral 

veil for Benediction and seven chasubles for Mass  in the different liturgical colors of white (2), 

gold, green, red, violet, and black.  
 

The average price for each of the items is about $950 and we appreciate any donations 

towards their purchase. Donations for vestments can also be made in memory of a beloved 

one. Following the example of St. John Marie Vianney, we want to embellish the liturgy for the 

greater glory of God and for the spiritual edification and sanctification of the faithful.    
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The Colors of the Liturgical Vestments 
 

    The ecclesiastical colors speak a language of faith and of love, as does the entire liturgy. 

From the most remote times, an allegorical meaning has been attached to the colors. For the 

chasuble, the Church now only approves five colors: white, green, red, violet, and black. 

Green, white, and red may be replaced by cloth of gold, which is worn only on great solem-

nities.  
 

      WHITE is the sum of all the colors and signifies the joy and purity of the soul. The 

white vestment is the peaceable garment for the feast days of Christ, the Light of the world, 

of the Holy Trinity, Our Lady, the Angels, Confessors, and Virgins. It is also worn from 

Christmas to the Epiphany and during Eastertide, when the Church sings her most cheerful 

hymns in honor of the Birth and the Resurrection of the Redeemer. 
 

      RED signifies the fire of love towards God, and it is consequently the liturgical color 

for Pentecost, the feast of the Holy Ghost, the God of Love; for the feast days on which the 

suffering and the cross of Christ is recalled to mind; for the feast days of the Apostles and 

the Martyrs, who shed their blood for the Faith out of love for the Redeemer. 
 

      GREEN is the color of hope, worn on the Sundays between Pentecost and Advent, and 

from the Epiphany to Septuagesima. 
 

       VIOLET is the color of humility and penance, and is worn in times of repentance, dur-

ing Advent, during Lent, or more exactly between Septuagesima and Easter, on the Ember 

Days, Vigils, and Rogation Days. A common misconception is the use of the word ñpurpleò 

to describe the liturgical color of violet. Both the Missale Romanum and Ceremoniale Epis-

coporum make the distinction of employing the word ñvioletò only in regards to vestments, 

while the word ñpurpleò is used for garments worn by Church prelates. Both colors are 

made from a mixture of blue and red, violet being predominantly blue and purple predomi-

nantly red.  Each color symbolizes something completely opposite: violet is an expression 

of penance and mourning, while purple expresses joy as well as being a symbol of royalty 

(e.g., ñthe royal purpleò). 
 

      BLACK , in contrast to the cheerful and pure white, is the expression of mourning and 

sadness. On Good Friday, the Church mourns the death of her Founder, our Lord Jesus 

Christ, and is garbed in black. On All Soulsô Day, at funeral services, and during Masses for 

the dead, the Church mourns, as a good mother, for her departed children, and also dresses 

Herself in black. 
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On Sunday Feb. 14 we will have a second collection for our new Mass vestments. 

Each set of vestments consists of five pieces (Chasuble, stole, maniple, burse and chal-

ice veil). The fabric shows brocade patterns and has golden or silver braids. Our vest-

ments were all handmade in Italy. Mass vestments of this good quality and reasonable 

price would have cost more if purchased from other companies.
