I promise thee, in reparation for the sins thou hast so painfully deplored: to
offer each day the sacrifices necessary for the Christian fulfillment of
my daily duties; and to recite each day a part of the Rosary, uniting myself to
the mysteries of the life of Jesus and thine own.

Saint Joseph, help me to serve.
Saint Michael, defend me in battle.
